Problem:

DISK BOOT FAILURE, INSERT SYSTEM DISK

Cause:

Incorrect BIOS settings

Solution:

Go to the BIOS

Either it will be a “Boot” tab or “Advanced” (depending on the BIOS)

Look for “Hard Disk Boot Priority”

You will see

1. “Add-In Bootable Cards”

2. Hard Drive (this is usually the name of the hard and not hdd-0)

Make sure that the hard drive is prioritized before the “Add-In Bootable Cards”

You can change this by pressing the +/- keys from the keyboard pad, NOT the number pad

Press F10 to save and exit

Restart the computer

The computer should be able to boot back into Windows
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
